Backside Scoop [bak-side skoope] Shovel the ball up into the air 
and over you and your opponent 

Calle [kai-yay] The game and the movement of soccer in the street, actually pretty much 
anywhere but the grass! 

Callejero [kai –yay-hair-oh]  One who lives to play CALLE (aka – Baller) 

Chumming [Chum-ing]  Dancing on the ball to lure ‘em in 

Dinho [deen-yo]  Touch outside to quick touch inside with the same foot.  The move was 
made famous by its namesake 

Dirty [der-dy] When somebody pulls of a move that makes the defender look ridiculous 

Donkey [dong-kee] One who sucks at CALLE.  Someone whom has no skillz to pay the billz 
(see Hoofer) 

Done Dirty/Done Up [dun-der-dy] Someone who just got their huevos handed to them on 
a platter…Again (i.e. That donkey just got done dirty by a callejero.) 

Hack [hak] A donkey that kicks other players more than the ball.   

Hoofer [hoofur] Someone who has no touch.  Always trys to kick the &^%$ out of the ball. 
(see Donkey) 

Master Blaster [mastur blas-tr] Someone who constantly rips shots from all over the court 

Meg [megg] Strategically moving the ball through someone else’s wide-open legs.  Often 
considered just as, or even more impressive than a goal.  

Nasty [nastee] When you can do sick things with a CALLE ball (see Dirty) 

Nut [nuht] The shortened term used most in CALLE to describe a Meg  

Snake [snayk] Touch inside to quick touch outside with same foot 

Vivaldi [vi-vall-dee] Stall on chest.  Known also as the violin
